The panel will make a range of 
important choices about the 
fund, from eligibility criteria to 
maximum award amounts and 
how the money is distributed.
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250 people expressed interest 
in being part of the group

Every part of the National Park

120 ‘never or almost never’ previously 
engaged with the Park Authority

Real diversity of responses, including 7.5% 
ethnic minority applicants, 11% LGBTQ+ 
and 13.6% disabled people
