Purpose

. The CNPA has run design awards competitions twice since it the National Park was
established and will run a further competition in 2022. Aberdeenshire Council, where
there is significantly more development during any year than within the Cairngorms
National Park, run a successful biennial design awards competition. The 2020
Aberdeenshire Architectural and Landscape Design Awards, were completed entirely
online and the results announced on 31 March 2021. There were many entries from
developments within the Cairngorms National Park and a number of winning and
commended entries that help showcase good design. The awards included other
categories and winners from other locations within Aberdeenshire and we
recommend members view the full range of entries and winners for interest.
